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Remove plastic cover from rear vision mirror to provide access to mounting screws.





Use mounting screws to hold new Al bracket





Construct two brackets. I used Aluminium. The brackets are pivoted under the arrowhead so that the GPS can be angled to the passenger or the driver.





Al bracket is attached to the rear half of the standard Garmin bracket. Four 4mm dia Csk screws, drill and tap into the Al bracket. Csk the plastic bracket so that screws clear the Garmin when inserted





Use self locking nut on the pivot bole to provide controlled friction for rotation.





Insert wedge to change mirror angle. This permits the GPS to be seen with obscuring the rear vision mirror too much








Garmin plug for power supply and data download.





Antenna is mounted on top of the Snorkel. Wire goes inside snorkel into the engine bay and then through A pillar into the overhead console.
